PROFILE

1]  Mr Steve Teoh 

A British political science graduate, Steve Teoh is the president and a founding board member of FPAM. After selling his shares in his last business, Denis turned to consulting - having contracts with National Australia Bank, ING and Aviva.

Eventually Denis went institutional and ended up as an employee and eventually a director of several Aviva Group companies in Australia including the Navigator Wrap Service where he worked for 6.5 years. 

When he first joined Navigator it had:

In 2001 Denis spent 6 months establishing Navigator in Singapore.

For the past 4 years Denis has worked for Professional Investment Services. 

In his previous role with PIS - he helped expand PIS Group in to Asia and North America mostly through acquisitions and organic growth.

Today as General Manager of International Denis is responsible for all of the Group’s international operations. 

Denis is a Registered Tax Agent and Fellow of The Taxation Institute of Australia.

He’s also an Authorised Representative of Professional Investments Services in Australia & in Hong Kong and an Associate of the Securities Institute of Australia.

He holds a Diploma of Business (Accounting) and a Diploma in Financial Services (Financial Planning) and is currently completing an MBA.
